On Thursdays, when drop-in activities are less likely to occur, it is possible that drop-in

behavior will be promoted by leaving work earlier.
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By encouraging people to commute using public transportation, where people are more
likely to stop for meals, it is expected to encourage people to stop by in the center of the

city.
